Father’s Corner: 

The Lenten Season is upon us and Holy Week and 

Holy Pascha is just around the corner. I would like 

to begin this Lenten Season with an article 

explaining the significance of Holy Week and its 

meaning to all of us as Orthodox Christians. 
 

Holy Week, which culminates in the great Feast day 

of Easter Sunday, is the yeast that leavens the 

bread we call Christianity. It is the food that 

transfigures the worldly man into the heavenly 

man. It is the gateway which leads finite man into 

infinity. 
 

The meaning of Holy Week as any one of the 

historic Christian traditions gives purpose and 

relevancy to what Christians call the New 

Testament. Without Holy Week and its culmination 

of Easter, or the Christian Passover, there is no 

reason for the existence of the New Testament. At 

the same time without Holy Week and Easter many 

of the promises and prophesies of what many call 

the Old Testament remain vague and abstract. 

Without the Christian interpretation, the enmity 

between the seed of the serpent and the seed of 

the woman in Genesis would mean little. The 21st 

Psalm to which Jesus alluded when He said. “My 

God, My God, why hast thou forsaken me,” as He 

hung on the Cross, would have no significance. 

The prophet Isaiah’s prophesies concerning the 

birth of one, in the ninth chapter of his book, who 

was to be called Emmanuel, as well as his 
description   in   the   fifty-third   chapter   of    his 
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suffering servant, would have no relationship. The 

prophet Ezekiel’s narration of the valley of dry 

bones and their coming to life again would mean 

nothing if there were no resurrection of Jesus. If 

the Old Testament, moreover, is a most vital part 

of Christian tradition, it is because of the New 

Testament. Holy Week, then, and Easter are a 

direct consequence of Holy Scripture. 
 

With the existence of Holy Week and the different 

thought currents that run through it there is a 

definite hope for a future Messianic age; there is a 

belief in an expectation in the heart of the believer 

of the ultimate triumph of justice and 

righteousness over evil. 
 

Christianity owes all this to the Jewish nation. For 

the Christian nation looks upon Israel as the 

model, the prototype of the cause of its existence. 

This, of necessity, includes the heart and mind of 

Christianity when are Holy Week and Easter. 

Without the Jewish Passover there would be no 

Christian Pascha and Easter. Without the forty-year 

sojourn of the Israelites though the wilderness of 

Sinai, there would be no forty-day Lenten period. 
 

Passover for the Jewish people means a new life 

and new found freedom. After living for 400 years 

in the land of slavery and death which the land of 

the Pharaohs symbolized. God opened a way for 

His people to be released from this dark existence 

and to follow His light to the land of milk and 

honey, the land that promised them life and 

freedom. 
 

Christianity accepts this historic account of the 

Jewish people as Her basis for setting the theme 

for Her most important celebration. For 

Christianity takes Jesus whom She calls the Christ 

and looks to Him as  the  Way  and   the  Light.  He

leads Her people out of hopelessness and 

darkness of this present life which can only end 

in death, and takes them into the promised land 

of holiness and the eternal life. 
 

In order for the Christian believer to accomplish 

this, he is expected to reflect upon himself, his 

purpose in life, the direction toward which he 

sees himself going; and to combine this with his 

relationship to his fellow man and to his God. By 

doing this throughout the Lenten Season, and by 

recalling the final events in the earthly life of 

Jesus Christ during Holy Week, he then can come 

to the true significance of Christ’s death on the 

Cross.

In the parable of the Rich Man (Luke 12:16-21), 

Jesus tells of the man who tears down his barns to 

build bigger ones. “Then he said, This is what I’ll 

do. I will tear down my barns and build bigger 

ones, and there I will store my surplus grain. And 

I’ll say to myself, “You have plenty of grain laid up 

for many years. Take life easy; eat, drink and be 

merry.” But God said to him, “You fool! This very 

night your life will be demanded from you. Then 

who will get what you have prepared for yourself?”  

This is how it will be with whoever stores up 

things for themselves but is not rich toward God.” 
 

Why did God come down so hard on the rich man? 

Is material wealth inherently sinful? No, it wasn’t 

the physical wealth that condemned the rich man; 

it was the keeping of his wealth to himself and not 

sharing it with others. Being wealthy isn’t a sin, 

but overlooking the needs of others and not 

acting on those needs is sinful. Being rich may not 

be a sin, but it can surely lead to sin if we aren’t 

mindful of God’s Word and the potential pitfalls of 

wealth due to our weak human nature. We are 

conditioned to think that we work hard for our 

material treasure and that what we earn is ours 

and others need to take care of themselves.  It’s 

the “every man for himself” or “that’s not my 

problem” mentality. Do we turn our attention 

inward to our own wants before looking outward 

and recognizing the needs of others?  We need to 

remember that everything we have is a gift from 

God, made possible through His love and mercy.  

Sharing our blessings with others is not only 

expected of us, but it is also a great joy to do so.  
 

When we help others through our blessings of 

time, talent and treasure, we are being 

responsible and obedient stewards. Consider the 

parable of the Samaritan. Did the Samaritan know 

who he was helping?  Was he forced to help? Did  

 

Did he expect anything in return for his efforts or 

payment to make the man well?  The answer is no 

in all cases, and we need to remember that each 

of us as individuals is expected to emulate the 

Samaritan’s motivation and actions. Remember 

that the Samaritan wasn’t acting out of guilt, nor 

was he acting to repay a good deed afforded to 

him. Doing good for good is nothing more than 

human courtesy. Returning good for evil or 

providing to someone without hope or expectation 

of repayment is divine. We’re all created in God’s 

image, and as such, we are brothers and sisters.  

Consider Matthew Chapter 25:  “Then the King will 

say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are 

blessed by my Father; take your inheritance, the 

kingdom prepared for you since the creation of 

the world. For I was hungry and you gave me 

something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me 

something to drink, I was a stranger and you 

invited me in,  I needed clothes and you clothed 

me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in 

prison and you came to visit me.” 
 

This is how it will be with whoever does not store 

up things for themselves and is rich toward God.

Just as spring is a season for the rebirth of flowers, 

plants, trees and even animals, so too within 

springtime are there rebirths of religious holidays.  In 

Christianity, the most obvious of these is when the 

Resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ is 

commemorated during the holiday of Pascha (Easter).  

Although we see the first promise of spring in 

swelling buds, there are still nights of frost and 

darkness ahead; however, the spring season is 

manifest and the earth once again abounds with life.  

While the month of March contains numerous 

holidays, perhaps the most important one is 

dedicated to the Annunciation of the Theotokos, as 

through this Feast Day humankind is offered the 

future promise for life everlasting. In the agricultural 

cycle, it is a time for planting and through the 

blooming signs, i.e. the leaves on the trees, the 

sprouting of the crops, the mating of birds, the birth 

of young animals; we are assured that life will 

continue. 
 

In the Five Stages of Greek Religion, Gilbert Murray 

wrote about the passion behind the Greek Orthodox 

celebration of Pascha: ‘Anyone who has been in 

Greece at Easter time, especially among the more 

remote peasants, must have been struck by the 

emotion of suspense and excitement, with which 

they wait for  the  announcement,  “Christos  aneste,” 

 

“Christ is Risen!” and the response “Alethos aneste,”  

“He has really risen!” On Good Friday, Christ is 

crucified, a willing sacrifice. Altars are stripped, 

candles extinguished to represent the darkness of 

the grave. But on Easter, light springs from darkness, 

Christ rises from the tomb…Shortly before midnight 

all the lights are extinguished and the thronged 

church is dark and silent. Everyone is holding an 

unlit candle. The priest lights the Paschal candle, 

which has been ritually blessed and inscribed with 

the year. He then lights the candles of those nearby, 

who light the candles of their neighbors, until the 

church is ablaze with light and filled with song.’ 
 

In early spring the warming temperature and 

additional hours of sunlight offer life to our earth. 

Daffodils, hyacinths, tulips and other plant life begin 

to flower. Orioles, robins and songbirds start to 

reappear, gathering material to build their nests.   

These are all signs that winter has transformed to 

spring ~ moreover, the early light and vibrancy of the 

new season become synonymous with Jesus Christ’s 

Holy Resurrection and for all humanity ~ LIFELIFELIFELIFE  anew! 
 

While parents and children may have spent much of 

the cold wintery months looking at nature through 

their home windows, the new spring season offers 

the first prospect for them to get outdoors and really 

experience it firsthand. Springtime is also a 

wonderful time for families to recharge, prepare for 

the home stretch of the school year and plan family 

oriented, fun sharing activities. This revitalization 

should also serve as a spiritual inspiration that 

arouses parents’ souls with a commitment to attend 

Services regularly, bring their children to Church 

School each Sunday by 9:50 A.M. so that they too 

may grow in the Orthodox Christian religion by 

learning Christ’s teachings, and ultimately like the 

earth  ~  blossom and be renewed as a faithful family 

unit.
